DEVELOPMENT OF THE LEEIilARD COMMI.JNITY CENTER

Adopted on September 24, L994

WHEREAS, The Board of Directors, having considered all the evidence, including
committee reviews, hereby finds in accordance with Article VII of The Sea Ranch
Restrict ions, that the proposed Leeward Community Center project is f inancial ly
feasible and is compatible with The Sea Ranch.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED TTIAT:

1. The Board of Directors approves the conceptual plan for the development of
a public recreation faci l i ty (known as Scheme rfcrf for the development of
meeting, swim, and tennis facilities on the Leeward site) as set forth in the
Community Managerts memorandum to the Board regarding this topic dated
September 16, 1994, and to acquire the relevant permits.

2. The Board of Directors authorizes the development of plans and specif ica-
tions for remodeling the Ed Ohlson House and adding a meeting facility for
about 150 people, for submission to the Design Committee.

3. staff seek to keep the total project to a target cost of $330,000 to be fund-
ed from the Recreation Development Fund.

4. That the remodeling of the Ed Ohlson House will commence as soon as pos-
sible, and prior to the construction of the meeting hall provided there is not
a significant negative financial impact.
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
