l.  che Community Manager is authorized to establish a fund segregated from
Association funds to receive contributions for acquir ing furnishings and f ix-

tures for the remodeled Ed Ohlson House; and

Z. expenses related to the fund raising program (i.e., copying, mailing, clerical,
etc.) shall be borne by the fund itself; and

3. the Community Manager shall exercise over-sight, control over lhe fund rais-
ing procedures and the expenditures made from the fund.
